The signature on the mortgage contract has been rescinded for fraud, concealment, no consideration, the bank's standing in the home is now void ab initio.  

Sheriff's sales have been voided in the past (1968 Credit River Township decision - Minnesota)  where a jury trial and a justice of the peace ruled the Federal Reserve act is unconstitutional the National Banking Act unconstitutional and the sheriff's sale was voided.  Juries have the right and a moral duty to nullify such  oppressive laws - the law was nullified in this case and it may be in many, many cases.

This property will not be surrendered by it's owner to wachovia or any alleged buyer.  Buyers have the duty to know of pending litigation.  Wachovia Bank has been notified of the rescission and therefore has no right to sell this property under law.  Bidding on this property is an act of harm against Roger Holmes, and his property.

Schools did not teach law.  Therefore Roger did not know he was being frauded in the mortgage contract, did not know to simply ask to prove the note - but the judge did and apparently did not ask for such proof in the interest of fairness.

Advice to buyers:  Ask the banks to prove the notes on the properties you buy within your window of opportunity to rescind your purchase.  Once it catches on that banks sell the paper note early on and are thus not entitled to any further payments there is expected to be a whirlwind of litigation and reversals of ownership.

Proof of the note would be the original wet ink signature of the mortgage contract.  Be sure you NEVER sign such contracts with black ink.
